Light Music was first performed in March 2004 at the Musiques en Scéne Biennale in Lyon. The piece is an
interplay with the poetic duality of movement: permanence of hands given form by light; remnants of imprints
projected on the screen.

To play ‘Light Music’ is to rediscover oneself, to relearn simple movements in all their power and, above
all, their fragility. Hand gestures, body movements — a

The piece was composed in the studios of Grame in Lyon and Gmem in Marseille,
